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PSC Schedules Public Hearing in Watford City for Proposed Pipeline Project 
 

BISMARCK, ND – The North Dakota Public Service Commission (PSC) will hold a public 
hearing in Watford City on Wednesday, April 3, regarding a proposal for a natural gas liquids (NGL) 
pipeline project in McKenzie County.  
 

ONEOK Bakken Pipeline, LLC, is proposing to construct an approximately 77 mile-long 
NGL pipeline (approx. 74 miles in North Dakota) that would start at the ONEOK Demicks Lake 
Natural Gas Processing Plant in McKenzie County and extend to the southwest ending in Richland 
County, Mont., at an interconnection with another pipeline.  

 
The pipeline would be a 20-inch steel pipeline designed to carry a maximum throughput of 

40,000 barrels per day. The pipeline would carry Y-grade NGLs (a mixture of ethane, propane, 
butanes, iso-butane mix, pentanes, and natural gasoline). Estimated cost of the project is $125 
million.  
 

The North Dakota portion of the pipeline would be located entirely in McKenzie County.

Information received after the 
hearing will not be part of the official record and cannot be used as a basis for the Commission’s 
decision unless certain additional procedures are followed.
